	What next?

We will write to the tenant whose garden is overgrown and untidy.
We will refer the pot holes to the councils Highway department
We will ask neighbourhood services to litter pick the area.
We will contact the Environmental Regulatory unit and ask them to patrol the area for dog fouling and also stencil some pick up or pay up signs on pavements
The planted areas are currently on a programme of works to be removed.
We provide a pro active service and the housing management officer for the area is often in the area a further check will be completed in 2 weeks.
We will carry a further inspection of the estate in May 2012
