No Aluminium foil, take away containers

Yes All glass bottles and jars of any colour

No Drinks glasses, mirrors, windowpanes, light bulbs,
pyrex glass

Yes All plastic bottles

No Any other plastics

Yes Grass cuttings, leaves, weeds, flowers& plants garden
prunings, hedge clippings twigs & small branches

No Animal bedding or litter, stone & rubble, large
branches

Yes Corrugated cardboard, card packaging
e.g. cereal boxes and toilet roll tubes

No Takeaway pizza boxes
