· It was reported that the Keswick Road allotment project was out to public consultation and a lease was being prepared
· The meeting was informed some PCSO’s were changing areas

· ES reported that two cases involving suspected fraud had been successfully resolved in the New Year.  There were other cases ongoing and a meeting was being held next week with a view to discuss a strategy to deal with them. A member commented that the government was introducing legislation making it a criminal offence to sub-let.

· A resident asked about tenant damage to void properties.  Eric explained the process with regard to pre-termination inspections and recharge procedures.  Eric also explained the procedure for advertising properties.

· A resident enquired about the spare patch of land  on Birthwaite Road following the estate walkabout and it was reported this is being dealt with by the Partnership officer
