	· ISSUES IDENTIFIED AND WHERE THEY WERE REFERRED TO INC DATES
On the whole the area was found to be well maintained. 
· Green Road : overgrown hedge to private property referred to Highways 
· Potholes noted on housing owned access road leading from Green Road to 21-26 The Hollins – HMO referred to repairs team.
· Wilson Walk : litter pick needed  - HMO referred for litter pick
· Open area to rear of Wilson Walk  - HMO referred for bush cutting back 

· Rear of Locke Road / entrance to garage site behind 8-14 Wilson Walk – HMO ordered for self seeded saplings to be cleared 
· Cawthorne Close Flats ; bin doors sprained and not shutting – HMO reported to repairs

· Bollard knocked over to rear of Northorpe flats on access path – HMO reported to repairs

· Housing owned access road behind Gilroyd Lane / Northorpe , poor road surface reported to repairs section

· Shrub overgrown on open plan land to front of 3 Castle Close , HMO reported to Neighbourhood Pride to prune 

· Rob Royd : conifers growing onto snickett need trimming back , HMO to write to occupiers

· Self seeded elder & wild rose on open plan land to side of 8 Needlewood – HMO reported to Neighbourhood Pride to cut back.
· Concrete around manhole cover loose / missing on housing land to side of Saville Road shops close to access to garages – HMO reported to repairs team
