· The following projects were approved to be financed from the groups Environmental Works budget :-

Environmental Budget
1. A bench at the side of the doctors in Penistone has been identified for repair, and the costing of this work is approximately £300.00.  The meeting agreed for this work to be funded through the environmental budget. 

2. Eastfield Avenue / Mears Close, Penistone – An estimate has been received for approximately £3200.00 for repairs to fencing between the access path and the football field.  The meeting agreed that this work is to be funded from the Environmental Budget.

3. Various areas around Penistone and Inbirchworth – Replacement planting scheme at a cost of £700.00.  The meeting agreed that this work is to be funded from the Environmental Budget.

4. Manor Park – Estimate received for £2400.00 to grass the overgrown land. The meeting agreed that this work is to be funded from the Environmental Budget.

Neighbourhood Pride
· Playground at Millhouse Green – Neighbourhood Pride and Strategic Housing has discussed a call back from the Contractors as play items have not been made safe.  This is not Housing land.

· Grass cutting has been irregular due to weather conditions and has not needed cutting as frequently. Neighbourhood Pride has received a couple of complaints that Operatives have not been attending sites on the scheduled fortnightly basis; however this is because the grass has not needed cutting.
Strategic Housing
· The K frame on the football field at Millhouse Green was discussed and the meeting was informed that it was nothing to do with the Housing Development and had been fitted by the football team for their own personal use.

· Jane Ripley informed the meeting that there were delays in the Chapelfield Lane Housing Development Scheme, however there are no more plans in that area for further building.

Environmental Issues
· Garage Sites – Manor Park. Suggestion made to grass over the area and an estimate has been received of approximately £2400.00.  The meeting agreed that this should be one of the projects for the environmental budget.
· Fly-tipping – Fly tipping on private land is still rife and a prosecution has been gained on a resident from Inbirchworth.

· Abandoned cars – No issues reported

· Graffiti – No issues reported

· Dog fouling - still an issue generally throughout the Borough.

· Litter – Andy Poole reported three operatives are constantly working on the skate park, Schole Avenue and Penistone Trail.
