	So What?

· Residents leaving waste food out for birds were reported to still be happening. The HMO asked for any names so she could visit and offer advice
· Questions were asked about tenant improvements including the siting of sheds on open plan estates and the Team leader clarified the process of granting permission. 
· Car Parking – There is an issue near St Johns School and our nearby residents are being blocked in by parents who are collecting their children. A resident stated that they had been abused by a parent when she had asked them to move their vehicle.  The PCSO confirmed that the SNT are aware of this ongoing issue and are working with the school.

· A coach has been parked at the entrance to The Willows Estate for some time.  The PCSO confirmed that there is no enforcement the Police can take as this coach is not breaking any law.

· Issue rose with parking congestion at Churchfields.  The HMO clarified that a lot of new residents own a vehicle; however they are not in breach of any tenancy regulation.  It was asked if Berneslai Homes can create more driveways to facilitate off road parking.  The Team leader stated that we would not undergo this work ourselves, however if a tenant requested permission to install their own driveway we would look favourable at any application. The PCSO outlined to the meeting the legalities of parking enforcement, where enforcement can be taken and where it cannot.
